Bronze Duke of Edinburgh’s Award (DofE) – Year 9 

We are extremely pleased to offer the opportunity for students in Year 9 to participate in the bronze level of 
the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award here at Newstead Wood School during the current academic year. 

The Award Comprises Four Sections 

There are four sections at bronze level. These are:  Skill, Physical, Volunteering and an Expedition; all need to 
be completed to achieve the bronze award. 

All students are expected to complete the award by the end of the October 2026, which will allow them to 
progress to higher levels.   

VOLUNTEERING 

PHYSICAL  

SKILL 

Each section must be undertaken on a weekly basis and requires commitment of at 
least an hour a week, for a minimum of three months, with one section continuing 
for a minimum of six months. 

Each section has a wide variety of activities to choose from. Once chosen these must 
be entered on to the eDofE site, which must then be approved by the school’s 
Coordinator. A suitably qualified individual should supervise Physical and Skill 
activities, and it is the parent/carer’s responsibility to ensure that the activities have 
the appropriate Public Liability insurance policy, and that they are run by reputable 
organisations who have vetted their staff/volunteers. 

Students are responsible for finding their own activities for each of these sections. It 
is worth noting that there are many opportunities within school to complete these 
sections, including clubs and societies.  

If the student chooses a Skill or Physical activity that they already participate in, this 
can be backdated by a maximum of 2 months. For example, applications received by 
14 April 2026, this can be backdated to 14 February 2026. This is the earliest possible 
start date.

PRACTICE HIKE The Practice consists of an accompanied hike from school to a set location, an onsite 
training and overnight camp then an unaccompanied hike back to school. This part of 
the hike will be remotely supervised. The overall distance will be approximately 24km 
through the local area. Whilst this practice and training expedition will be challenging 
to the students, both mentally and physically, we aim to make it achievable and 
enjoyable to all participants.  

Teams will be made up of 6 - 7 students (this is a Newstead Wood DofE policy).  

Each student will be required to carry all equipment, tent, stoves, clothing and food 
etc., in a rucksack. The following equipment will be issued to each: Tents, Trangia 
(cooking stove), gas. A menu for their team’s meal will need to be compiled. 

A planned route will be supplied for day one, and teams will be required to plan the 
return route.  

Mobile devices are not permitted, although one can be used in the event of an injury 
or emergency, and NOT as an aid to navigation or entertainment. 

EXPEDITION  The main expedition, like the practice, is a two-day event, with an overnight stay in 
tents. Both days will be remotely supervised hikes with an overall approximate 
distance of 30km through Kent countryside  

Each student will be required to carry all their equipment (as per the practice 
expedition). 

Students will be expected to plan their own routes (start and finish grid references 
will be provided), including planning a menu, preparing and cooking their own food 
and implementing learned navigation skills. 

Mobile devices are not permitted, although one can be used in the event of an injury 
or emergency, and NOT as an aid to navigation or entertainment. 

Introductory Training for all participants will commence in late April. The practice expedition will be in early 
September and Assessed expedition in early October, delivered by an external provider.  

All Students participating must have completed two of their sections before the practice expedition in 
September 2026 and their third section should be completed ideally by late November 2026. 

Consideration can be made if the participant must change section or has personal issues that delay the 
process. 

Please be advised that if a student fails to complete of two sections in the allocated time, they will not be 
allowed to attend main expedition.

After School Introductory Training 

Students must commit to, two of the introductory training sessions, held on Thursday and Friday evenings 
from 3.35 - 4.35pm, from 30 April – 8 May 2026 (one per week).  

Attendance at training sessions is mandatory. Failure to attend training sessions could lead to your child 
being withdrawn from the expedition and thus unable to complete the award.   

Areas To Consider Before Signing Up to the DofE Award:  
 
Undertaking the DofE Award at school is in addition to normal school studies and as such:  

• Academic progress must come first for each student and if at any point their progress or attainment 

drops, this may result in removal from the Duke of Edinburgh’s award scheme.  

• The school retains the right to remove students who do not uphold the school’s behaviour or 

attendance policy; participation will be considered in consultation with the Head of Year on an 

individual basis.  

PLEASE DO NOT SIGN UP FOR DOFE, IF YOU ARE UNABLE TO COMMIT TO ALL THE TRAINING SESSIONS, 

PRACTISE AND EXPEDITION DATES. 

Payment 

The fee for entering the award is £240.00, which covers the registration on eDofE, insurance, training days 
and the cost of the practise and expeditions. Please note, payment constitutes permission for the expedition 
and training.  

If your child would like to participate in the Bronze Duke of Edinburgh Award, please make the required non-
returnable payment of £100.00 by Friday 29 April. The balance of £140.00 is due by Friday 29 May 2026. We 
are unable to accept late applications to take part in the award, so all students wishing to take part must 
make these payments by these dates. If you have any concerns regarding payment for the award, please 
contact finance@newsteadwood.co.uk in confidence.
